When I walk into the building the glass doors will open by themselves.   

The doors will not close on me.

It is alright to talk to them and answer their questions.  They will ask us 
questions and will tell us which room we will be sleeping.

I can sit down and relax.  I should take good care of the furniture and not 
make a mess.

When I go in the restroom, I use the toilet or urinal to go to the bathroom.  
When I am finished, I wash and dry my hands and then leave the restroom.  
I donõt spend extra time in the restroom. 

In my hotel room bathroom, it is alright to use the bathroom to take a 
shower, brush my hair, brush my teeth, and other private things.  
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In the hotel there are maps and signs.  

These maps and signs can help direct me get to where I want to go.  

I can also ask someone who works in the hotel .  People who there wear a 

badge with their name and the hotelõs name on it.

The elevator has buttons that have numbers next to them.  These numbers 
take the elevator to the floor where my hotel room is.

If there is an emergency, I listen to my parents. The people that work at the 
hotel, the police, and firemen.

I can look around but I should always stay near my family.  

If I get lost or scared I can tell someone that works in the hotel.  
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Outside of the hotel room is a gate.   

I donõt climb or jump over the gate.  I should stay on the inside of the gate.  

An elevator takes me from floor to floor.  
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There are rules posted around the swimming pool.  I always follow the rules 
and listen to the people that work at the hotel.   

I never go near the pool unless I  am with my parents.   I only swim when 
there are other responsible adults around who can help me.  

Before I leave the area, I need to dry myself and put clothes over my 
bathing suit.

I never push anyone.  I donõt jump or dive into the hotel pool.       

If I feel uncomfortable or in danger, I should tell people how I feel.  
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When we go to our hotel room I should always take care of it.   

I should only go into 
the room that was assigned to us. I never go into another room without 
asking and getting their permission.  

My hotel room is where we will sleep at night. Even though it looks different 

from my bedroom, it still has a bed that is comfortable.    
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
